Live the Adventure

“I will make you fishers of men.”

In today’s text Jesus is letting His followers get a glimpse of their future.
He is showing them His intentions and His goal for their relationship.
He accepts us as we are, but He is not content to leave us there!

He wants to change us into people
we could never become without His influence.

Because then people will actually see Him in us/

So let’s listen to what Jesus said and then follow Him...

AdventureTruth:
His compassion compels me!

Jesus wants us to go “fishing”...

He says it's urgent!
Matthew 9:36-38

He says, “l will make you...”
| Peter 3:8-15a

What's need for fishing?
A pole and a worm.

pole = tongue worm = words
| Peter 3:15b

Compassion comes from Him.
He gives it when we don’t have it.

“Jesus, give me compassion
and words to speak!”

Seek Him for it,
and by His grace you’ll get it!
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Ask the Lord for slow pitches..and be ready to swing!

Share Your Story of How the Lord Changed Your Life
Keep it simple. Be genuine. Point them to Jesus Christ.

Ask Probing Questions (Evangelism Explosion)

“Have you come to a place in your spiritual life where you
know for certain you have eternal life, or is that something
you would say you're still working on2”

“Do you know for certain you will live forever in heaveng”

“Suppose you were to die tonight and stand before God,
and He were to ask you, ‘Why should | let you into My heaven?’
What would you say?”

The Four Spiritval Laws
#1 God loves you and offers a wonderful plan for your life.

#3 Jesus Christ is God’s only provision for man’s sin.

#4 We must individually receive Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.

Then we can know and experience God’s love and plan for our lives.
(John 1:12, Ephesians 2:8-9)
